You are about to go whitewater rafting but you are not very experienced and you

are concerned that the level of the river may be dangerous but you are not sure

about it.

Let D be the random variable which is 1 if the river is at a dangerous level and 0

otherwise.

You believe P(D=1) = .4.

You are watching rafts run a difficult rapid on the stretch you are thinking of doing

and you

think rafts are more likely to flip in the rapid if the river is at a dangerous level

(D=1).

Let F be the random variable which is 1 if the next raft flips and 0 otherwise.

You believe

P(F=1 | D=1) = .9

P(F=1 | D=0) = .2.
